Using the mouse

How to hold the mouse
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1.  Lie the mouse flat on the table to your right, with the wire facing away from you.
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2.  Put your whole hand over the mouse with your forefinger resting lightly over the left button.
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3.  When moving the mouse you will notice the arrow on the screen moves.  Move your whole hand rather than twisting the mouse left and right.

4.  If you run out of table or bash into the keyboard, just pick the mouse up and move it over.
Left handers.  If you are left handed try using it in your right hand to start with.  If you find it difficult, switch to the left.  The tutor can switch the buttons on the mouse.  Alternatively you can use it in your left hand and leave the buttons as they are, but for you the ‘left button’ will be the ‘right button’!
