Accessibility options on a computer
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There are many ways you can make your computer easier to use. Here are a few of the most common.

Start – settings – control panel – accessibility options.

Keyboard tab:

Sticky Keys – for commands where you have to hold down 2 keys at a time, sticky keys allows you to press them in turn.

Filter Keys – ignores repeated key strokes

Display:

Use a high contrast display – click on settings for more options.
Mouse tab:

Lets you control the pointer with keys rather than a mouse

Start – settings – control panel – display – appearance

Enables you to change colour schemes

Start – settings – control panel – mouse 

Pointer options tab enables you to slow down the pointer

Activities tab enables you to slow down your mouse click.

You can also swap the left and right button for left handed people.

Start – all programs – accessories – accessibility – magnifier

Turns the magnifier on, allows you to specify properties

Remember after using the computer – change it back to its original setting!
