Copying video from a tape 

When connecting your camcorder and a computer, you can export the video your camcorder is playing back. 

Note 

· When connecting your camcorder to a computer with a USB cable, the computer must have Windows XP Service Pack1 (SP1) or Service Pack2 (SP2) installed, and its USB jack must be Hi-Speed USB (USB 2.0 compliant) compatible.

1 Turn on the computer. 

For Windows 2000/Windows XP 

Log on as Administrators. 

2 Connect your camcorder to a power source, then slide the POWER switch to select the PLAY/EDIT mode. 

Use the AC Adaptor as the power source. 

3 Insert a recorded cassette into your camcorder. 

4 Set your camcorder and connect with a USB cable <Details> or connect with an i.LINK cable <Details>. 

5 Select [Start], then [Program] ([All Program] for Windows XP) on a computer. 

6 Select [Picture Package], [Handycam Tools], then [Video Capturing Tool]. 


You must select AVI as the capture file format.
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7 Click [image: image2.jpg]


(START). 

Copying video on a tape to the folder you selected starts. 

8 To finish importing the video, click [image: image3.jpg]


(STOP). 

[Picture Package Viewer] starts up. 

Notes 

· While pictures are being copied, do not disconnect your camcorder and a computer, change the POWER switch of your camcorder or operate your camcorder.

· Picture copying is canceled automatically when:

- tape playback stops

- the tape has reached the end

- the copied video becomes larger than 2GB

- the disk space of the selected folder in the drive becomes less than 500MB

· Some applications cannot play back 16:9 wide video imported using a USB or an i.LINK cable in the 16:9 wide format.
