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Getting on the internet
1.  Switch the computer on (there should be a [image: image1.jpg]


  button on the keyboard or under the screen)

2.  It might ask you for a username and password.  If it does, ask someone at the venue to give it to you.
3.  The first screen that comes up is called the ‘Desktop’. It will probably have a number of little pictures on it.  These are called Icons and are basically shortcuts to some of the programs on the computer.
4.  Find the blue ‘e’ icon which has ‘Internet Explorer’ written underneath.  [image: image2.jpg]


Double click on it with the left mouse button

a.  If you can’t see the blue ‘e’ icon.  Click on the ‘Start’ button on the bottom left hand side.  Then click on ‘All programs’.  You should see ‘Internet Explorer’ listed.  Double click on it with the left mouse button.

5.  Your computer should now connect to the internet. 
6.  The first screen that comes up may not always look the same each time you go on the internet.  It will depend on the last person who used the computer or where the computer is kept. E.g. in the library you will get the library’s website page.

7.  Find the ‘address’ box at the top.  This is the unique address that every webpage has.  It often starts with http.
8.  Click in the white space next to the writing.  This should highlight all the text in blue.
9.  Type the following:  www.google.co.uk  Then click the arrow at the end of the box.  You should get a mainly white screen with [image: image3.jpg]


 on it.

10.  There are billions of websites in the world, so finding what you are looking for can be tricky.  Google is like the yellow pages of the internet it allows you to find things.

11.  Type in the box what you are looking for e.g. dogs.  Then click ‘Search’ it will bring up a list of things that match your search.  The more specific you are the more successful your search will be e.g. border collies.

12.  If you know the website address of what you are looking for e.g. www.bbc.co.uk  You can type this into the address bar, rather than doing a Google search for it.
